Scheduling/Rainouts/Suspended Games/Ties: 

• Teams will play a three-game weekend series according to the master schedule. 

• Coaches are to agree on starting times for all conference games. 



• The games/series must be completed on consecutive days. 

• Games can be moved because of weather and be played Thursday/Friday, Friday/Saturday, 
Saturday/Sunday, or Sunday/Monday.
